Forgot to say, the ideas about making things were based on these thoughts I had yesterday afternoon.
 

I keep thinking, don't ask me why, probably because I keep seeing them at the bottom of pools in jokes on the internet, that cars can be copied by putting them in water.

 

We can copy a car easily, it is called a mirror but we need the other two pure mirror forms to produce a real car, electro-spin and magnetic-spin, so we need to control spin to copy real things and we know, or think we know, bubbles in a liquid in a gravitational field shield against spin and we know they agitate the jars when they are doing the homeopathy method, ie they must introduce bubbles into the jars by shaking.

I like your thinking and your faith in mankind.   Wish I could share your belief in mankind!  

 

Homeopathy is, I believe, a very difficult area to do objective research on.  The problem is that there appears to be correlation between the patient belief in the cure and the homeopathic remedy itself.  It does appear to work with animals, but again is there a causal link between the owner/pet?  I do however take your point about analysing the solutions under different conditions, but I believe that at the concentrations these solutions get to it is arguable as to if there is any of the solute within the dose.  What are we looking for?

However, there appears to me to be two ways one can look at your overall theory:

a)     To engage everyone imaginable on the net to do various tasks.  Sort and collate the information.   I cannot imagine, at this stage, how you filter out the cranks!  ( Just been reading Tom ******'s website!  I reserve judgement, but he is very verbose at saying very little, and wants me to buy his book.)  This would/could be a cheap way of producing experimental data, but with what degree of reliability?  (I know the professionals fudge data too, but it is usually with the best of intentions)

b)      To pick a small area where there appears to be an anomaly with present theory, and work it to death. This is where you are at now, with your problems with ********.  Businesses exist to earn money, to provide lifestyles for its employers/ees, and therefore must have a 'money spinning' objective before spending money on it.  This includes the military these days.

If we are looking, initially, at 'b' we do need to have clear objectives of what we hope to achieve and how to achieve this.  'Spin offs' as a result of what is being investigated, may self generate further money to carry on.

This is a very long winded way of saying that I need to go along to Cegelec's engineering director, with specific tasks that you require investigation into, that they can then look at quoting ****** to investigate, e.g. a mock up of your rig, as you suggest. Along side this could be done some of the experiments that have claimed to have been done, perhaps even back to Brown/Biefield.    My problem comes with proposing  a specification/costs program that is going to be acceptable to both Cegelec(UK) and ********, and would show enough 'conventional wisdom' leaving enough margin for some 'real' investigation.  It is true that Cegelec have the space and a lot of the resources.   It really needs a small breakthrough that could then generate some further research monies.  Neither Cegelec nor ****** are going to finance a bottomless research hole.
