I hope you find it all useful, If you want the other stuff, as I say it totals probably 7 - 8 MB largely due to pictures etc and you could probably read the lot in a day or so, just let me know and I'll e-mail it as a few separate chunks if your mailer can't accept large files.
 

The only important thing I have to say really is that only a conceptual reality has a chance of explaining things in my view unless we are willing to accept something coming from nothing, concepts have always existed and always will exist. I'll buy the book you suggested "The Final Theory", I don't read much Science since thinking about all of this as it all seems wrong to me now and a bit of a waste of time.
 

The reason the CEGELEC Ltd 10MW replacement **** motor seems to be doing offshore what it is doing is because it has a lossy stator, double normal losses (up from 45kW to 86kW) due to shorts on the stator surface caused by laser cutting the laminations for speed of production (normal 44 week production down to an actual of 22 weeks), often done for the rotor but only rarely for the stator and we have a piping system surrounding this replacement motor offshore that happen to "catch" the machine "washes" in the vacuum and so these pipes and associated stubs are recreated differently from normal in synchronism with the non-sinusoidal ellipsoid field rotation. "It's as if a huge hand were grabbing the ends and turning the piping stubs in a circular motion until they are wrenched off" was how it was described by the offshore guys who did the "vibration" measurements. The non-sinusoidal field seems to drive all of these motor effects and even normal motors have non-sinusoidal fields, just not as bad as the ****** replacement motor.
 

Anyway I'll leave you to get on with it, let me know if you want the other stuff including my car flywheel patent thing and pictures, CEGELEC Ltd are looking at the car flywheel demonstrator unit I made several years ago on a board that jumped straight up when the brushes shorted with a huge blue flash and just when the flywheels were running down very quickly (I used very lossy bearings that the 50W motor couldn't handle and so I had to run it up with a power drill along the sides), though I thought this strange (it shouldn't have done that) I just chucked the unit to the side as it didn't do what I wanted it to ie transfer energy at only the cost of the machine losses, it has now been refurbished and CEGELEC are looking at it as I say, it was them who put me onto you. They are also building a Searle machine.

Here is the link to the folder I mentioned. There is a fair amount of additional material in there from what you already have.
As I say I can't really see ****** being capable of "getting this" not because it employs thick engineers but because it simply as a company has no imagination ...... and it demands no imagination of its engineers.
Einstein, I've grown very fond of quoting him for moral support this last three years, ...... once said his greatest gift was the gift of fantasy and I'm afraid that *****can't see beyond the "fantasies" in my "paper" through to the money, but I do ....... and to the next stage as well when money will become completely meaningless.
If you can cause a large lump of metal (a stub on ******) to be produced more easily in one place than another, albeit by only a few mm, such that it looks as if it is vibrating then surely it is only a short step to being able to produce two of those things by copying.
