Something else came to mind this weekend Knut, see below.

Chris,

Was thinking again over the weekend about the document. You wouldn't think I had written it because what it actually means only comes out to me in dribs and drabs.

Note the paper has been made all-encompassing to give a feel for what is possible but clearly it would need to be sectionalised to make it easier to understand the implications for each part of Engineering, Medicine and Science. For example although we have had electrical motor machine theory for many years now and those theories have quantified the magnitudes and direction of torques produced within machines they haven't actually been based on underlying physical principles but rules of thumb ie the theories haven't explained anything about how electrical machines do what they do. These new ideas show that the rotor of a motor rotates due to electromagnetic shading effects leading to the spin component of matter rotating the machine, ie the electromagnetic shading changes the reference point for the recreation of the machine from the vacuum as the earth moves forward in its orbit and the motor is therefore recreated spinning. This is a similar effect to water falling down a plug-hole in a gravitational field and picking up spin as it goes but that example uses spin shading due to the spin shadow cast by the recreation from the vacuum background of the spinning earth. Note also that if matter can unwind to produce heat we can probably unwind it to preferentially produce spin, ie an over-unity motor may be possible using spin shading devices.
What I proposed in the ERP to prevent instrument stub "shaking", ie the bubbling water tank beside the motor, ........ sounds just like a spin shading device to me. If instead of spin you think of it as a particular level of angular momentum available from the vacuum then even a small machine can tap into that huge background angular momentum. Consider Uranus a giant gas planet but with a metallic Hydrogen core now it has cooled after the cataclysmic events of the solar system's creation, ........ liquid as the planet was at one time cannot pick up spin unless falling in a gravitational field but remember that is exactly what a liquid "falling" into a solid form does and it can pick up the background spin on the way "down" to the solid and then lock it in. So we don't need collisions (see link below), all we need is cooling and the background spin in the area of space where Uranus became largely solid at the centre would be locked in and that could have been in any direction. The sun progresses around the galactic centre every 220million years I think it is so clearly as we are around 28,000 light years out from the centre we cover a huge distance in that rotation period can "lock in" different spin rates as we go, but remember by the ideas paper distance is a meaningless concept but spin isn't so what we think of as distance is probably only spin shifts, ie shift the spin even slightly and effectively you can jump the "distance" and be there. As I say we have to start seeing things as they are not as we want them to be, ....... the perception of "distance" is how our brains explain to us shifts in the spin background from one place to another.

I'll bet you any money if you add up the angular momentums of the planets and how often the mean value crosses the sun's spin axis you would see that the crossing rate EXACTLY matches the sunspot period, ....... which so far no-one has explained. I must admit this last bit was in the very original document years ago as it "came out" but I removed it.
